• Minimum 2-year experiences in teaching ceramics to students age 5 - adults 

• B.A. or master degree in ceramics or sculpture major (or equivalent degree or working 

experiences) 

• Must be seasoned with traditional clay and polymer clay techniques, able to teach realistic and 

creative ceramic projects, experienced with operating clay kilns and know where to order 

ceramic supplies.  

• Able to teach students age 4 through adults (mostly age 5 – 12) independently (class size 

minimum 3, maximum 8 or 10) 

•  Able to design traditional clay and polymer clay projects and teaching materials for class 

of the following schedule:
